Call To Order/Introductions

Mark Bedel – Preservation Committee Report

The Committee’s new work plan was adopted at the last Forum meeting.  Mark will call a meeting soon to get started.
Vaughn Lovejoy - Restoration Committee Report
On May 13th there is Restoration Workshop.  Thirty people have registered.

There is a database of landowners for the whole County.

Ivory wants to build 600 houses on 140 acres of land.  There is a planning meeting in Draper on May 4th.  

Joan DeGiorgio reported on several things including interaction with the Jordan River Parkway Foundation and that last year the Foundation acted as the fiscal agent.  Also they need a development strategy in regards to a new board of members to generate funds.  There is no formal written agreement yet.

Other items of discussion included utilizing schools and resources, a detailed water analysis, and that Teresa is now at a plant laboratory in Ephraim.

There is a draft of a model plan for dealing with wildlife management in the works.
