Minutes:

1. Minutes of June 2, 2004 Steering Committee meeting – Mark made the motion to approve the minutes; Lynn made the second; the motion passed unanimously.

2. Review draft minutes of July 7, 2004 Forum meeting – Mark made the motion to approve the minutes with corrections; Mike made the second; the motion passed unanimously.

3. Report on Action Items from last meeting 

· Mike Hansen reported that he presented to the Lehi to the Lehi City Council on July 13. They approved the MOU. We just need to get the document signed by the Mayor.

· Mike has been in touch with Saratoga Springs. They are interested in scheduling a JRNAF presentation in the Fall, after they adopt their proposed “100 Year Land Use Plan. The SC decided that someone should attend a combined planning commission/city council meeting and present some JRNAF information during the public comment on the proposed plan. Mike will find out the date for the next meeting and plan to attend. 

· GOPB will set up and Email list of Mayors and send future JRNAF minutes to them directly. 

· Mark will contact Mayor Briggs and ask if he is willing to present to other Mayors to get them interested.

· Mike will prepare a short “JRNAF – Update” presentation for councils/boards of member entities.  

· Mark will draft and send formal letters to request the “JRNAF-update” presentations be made to the councils/boards of member entities. 

· Mark will prepare a letter to DEQ regarding the Southwest Jordan Valley Groundwater Cleanup Project proposal. See JRNAF minutes from July 7.

· Mike informed JRNAF members of site visits for 4 applications to the McAlister fund which are along the river. Two site visits have been conducted – Riverton and West Jordan. These were attended by Mark, Jeff, and Craig Thaxton. Two more site visits will be scheduled – Sandy City Dry Creek restoration and TreeUtah restoration site. After these, the JRNAF members attending will prepare comments to submit to the LeRay McAllister Critical Land Conservation Committee.

· Jeff Williams will provide information to the Day-Riverside Library for their JRNAF files.

· Mark will email members requesting nominations for a new SC member.

· Mark will call to recruit some sub-committee members as needed.

4. Funding Strategy follow-up discussion  – The SC wants to get a strategy in place for funding the JRNAF organization and for projects. This will be on the next JRNAF agenda. Craig Thaxton will contact Chris Buttars. Mark will contact the Utah Nonprofits Association. The RC&D has a new five-year plan. Jeff will get a list of potential grant sources for projects.

5. Draft report to Foundation on use of grant funds and thank them – Jeff, already sent a thank you letter. He and Kent will report that the $200 grant was used to buy t-shirts.

6. Trail completion prioritization – On July 7, JRNAF passed a resolution agreeing to take this on. The Recreation and Education Committees will head up the process. There will be 3 stages: Compile as much information as possible from all JRNAF members regarding the uncompleted sections; prepare the information for presentation and hold some public open house sessions to get in-put; draft recommendations for trail completion prioritization and submit to the Salt Lake Council of Governments. Jeff will get this initiative started.
