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Welcome from Lehi City 

Ed Collins welcomed the Forum and explained Lehi City’s commitment to the JR.

(If Lehi charged 20cents for every car that crosses the River in Main Street, the City would collect over $2million annually).

Approval of Minutes from September 1, 2004

Minutes were reviewed and approved.

Committee Report – Steering Committee (Mike Hansen)

The Steering Committee primarily discussed Forum agenda and the potential impact of the ballot initiative and LeRay McAllister fund, and preparation for the trail open houses.  

Committee Report – Recreation Committee (Mark Bedel)

Discussion of the Trail project was deferred until later in the meeting.

Committee Report – Restoration Committee (Vaughn Lovejoy)

The Committee is waiting for one final entry from the Restoration Workshop that was held earlier this year.  Tree Utah announced an autumn planting event that will be held on November 6, 13, and 20th.

Committee Report – Preservation Committee (Mark Bedel)

Jeff McReary on a grant ($1m – limited to Utah County).  The Committee meet with Utah County to discuss the greatest needs for preservation.  Nature Conservancy will approach land owners and title holders, and the GSL Audubon might hold title.

Draper City’s $7m open space bond passed, and will be used to preserve Corner Canyon.

Committee Report – Education Committee (Bruce Talbot)

Education Committee is moving slowly, but is moving forward.  The Committee is looking for information on the River, and is going to concentrate on creating a library.  The Committee will be meeting Nov 16th in SSL.

Presentation / Discussion of Proposed SLC Batch Plant (Bruce Parker)

Harper Co is proposing a 6.5acre development at 2400 North Redwood Road (across the River from the State OHV park).  The property is currently a dumping yard adjacent to an auto wrecking yard currently, and is proposed to become a self-contained concrete batch plant.  Harper has obtained the necessary approvals from internal city departments, and will be talking to Planning Commission on Nov 10th.  As Harper moves forward, they would like to discuss trail development along the River.  

The facility is located in a in light industrial zone and will be self-contained (washdown water will be recycled, and will provide no drainage or discharge into the River).  Aggregate will be brought to the site, (no crushing), and delivery of concrete will be to the south Davis area.  Site massing will be towards the East side (by the auto wrecking yard), and will be 60ft high.  The operation will generate noise at 75db (at the maximum) for 12hrs per day.  There will be three fully shielded lights on site. 

Full wetland delineation underway with ½ acre on this site is underway.  No mitigation is anticipated because they will design around any wetlands.  (Harper has been working with JBR Environmental).

JRNAF discussed the ideas of raising the grade, removing the berm, and include a variety of plantings.

JRNAF recommends that Harper contact Lynn Larsen (SL County), Terry Green (State Parks). 

Presentation / Discussion of Reclamation Facility in Riverton (Mont Evans, Mayor)

Riverton is studying a concept proposal to develop a water reclamation plant on the west side of the River, north of Bangerter (“Groves piece”).  If approved, Riverton would require an open space buffer, and would be able to provide secondary water to its residents. 

Road access is currently being studied, but would not include a river crossing.  

The service area would likely be the south valley area.

Alternative proposals include piping along the river bottom.  

The Mayor also sits on the Reclamation Board, and has excused himself from taking a position on the proposal because it isn’t ripe enough.

Presentation / Discussion of Trail Prioritization Open Houses (Mark Bedel)

Public open houses were well attended (23, 20, 32, respectively).  Survey data is currently being compiled.  Many people asked for further information on River issues.  The Recreation Committee will be combining these findings with the email comments in the final report.  Forum members are invited to make comments as well.  

The Committee will also be inviting stakeholder groups (meeting in mid-November) to help interpret the findings.  A preliminary draft report will be compiled thereafter, and then posted online.  

The final will be presented to the Salt Lake County Council of Governments on  January 6th.

Round Robin (Forum)

EIS on 11400 South is now available to the public.  Recommendation is to construct a five-lane, 106’ wide bridge ($130million).  There will be a pedestrian bridge adjacent to the crossing.  Concern was expressed that this will make a significant impact to the River.  Comments can be made on the UDOT site www.udot.utah.gov/11400south.htm  Comments can be submitted until December 20th.  An open house will be held in Salt Lake Convention Center on Nov 18th.

Mitigation bank project is moving forward.  Corner Creek will be realigned.  An openhouse will be forthcoming.  (25ac wetlands for mitigation).  Trying to acquire water rights, analyze total dissolved solids, and acquire the necessary permits.  State is working on management plan.

DEQ is starting a Phase I study to determine the total maximum daily load for the entire River.  

Murray trail was disturbed last year for construction.  The City is restoring 1500 trees and shrubs.  

Draper open space bond passed.  Will likely be used to preserve the Corner Canyon watershed.

Utah County interested in building a trail around the Geneva Dike.  They are looking for a permit from the State.

2100 So bridge is being reconstructed over the River.

ASLA sponsored a tour group 23 people took golf carts on a tour along the River.  

LRM report

South Jordan subdivision will be adjacent to the River (north of Mulligan’s golf course).  

Lehi City is studying potential development near Thanksgiving Point and Jordan Willows (south of Main Street).
