MIPCOM is a simple Microsoft Excel spreadsheet.  The only requirements are a computer running Microsoft Excel 2000 or Corel QuattroPro 9.  Some familiarity with how a computer spreadsheet works is helpful, but the user interface only allows data to be entered in certain boxes, streamlining the process.
Other useful tools include a scaled map or aerial photo of your community, a ruler, and a pocket calculator.  Census 2000 Demographic data used in MIPCOM’s calculations is available through the Governor’s Office of Planning and Budget website at:
