Quality Growth Commission — Members 

The Quality Growth Commission is established by the Quality Growth Act of 1999, it has thirteen members, each appointed by the Governor, and confirmed by the State Senate. Membership represents a broad spectrum of interests including local governments, development,

housing, agriculture and ranching, and the citizens-at-large.  The Commission is required to consist of:  two state representatives; six elected officials from local government; one representative from the construction industry; one representative from the real estate industry; two representatives from the farming community; and one at-large individual. Members may serve two consecutive terms of four years.

The Commission meets monthly at various locations throughout the state.  Motions require a two-thirds majority of the voting membership (9 of 13) to pass.
